The Spink County Drainage Board met Tuesday, July 16th at 1:15 pm with board members David Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Suzanne Smith, Brett Knox and Kevin Siebrecht.  Denise Fliehe, Drainage Administrator and Tracey Millar, DOE Director were present. See a list of guests present at the Equalization Office.  Motion was made by Kevin Siebrecht to approve the agenda for today and the minutes from May 21st, 2024, seconded by Brett Knox. All voted Aye.  Motion carried.
A drainage hearing was held for Eric Decker for tiling in NE1/4 17-115-61. Jeff Albrecht was present to voice opposition to the current outlet, but offered an alternate outlet.   Eric was agreeable to making the change.   The permit, as presented, was denied.  Eric will reapply with the change.   Motion made by Brian Johnson and 2nd by Brett Knox.  All others voted aye.  Motion carried. 
A drainage hearing was held for Scott & Nick Bebo, Kenny Fehlman & Stacey Frericks for tiling in NW ¼ 18-117-63, NE ¼ 13-117-64, SW ¼ less 26 acres in NE ¼ SW1/4 7-117-63 with outlets in NW ¼ 13-117-64 into the Jim River.   The applicants were unable to obtain all the signatures, but there was no opposition or concerns filed relating to the project and no one in the audience opposed the project.   Motion to approve the project was made by Kevin Siebrecht and 2nd by Brian Johnson.  All others voted Aye.  Motion carried. 
A hearing was held to address complaints filed regarding wells being allowed to flow freely onto neighboring properties.  A lengthy discussing was held.  Those present to voice concerns and answer questions were Scott & Nick Bebo, Brad Hekrdle, Jamie Groft, Jim Millar, Debra Curtis and Kenny Fehlman.  Commissioners offered suggestions and compromises that could be made to alleviate this problem.   Due to the Drainage Board having no oversight of private wells, no further action was taken.
