BE IT RESOLVED that the Superintendent and Deputies who attend the Election School shall receive $9.00
per hour in accordance with SDCL 12-15-7 and the current County rate for mileage for miles necessarily

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BE IT RESOLVED that aids providing assistance at the polling places shall receive $8.00 per hour, and

BE RESOLVED that the polling places shall receive compensation of $50.00 each for the Primary and General

SPINK COUNTY WEIGHT LIMIT ENFORCEMENT RESOLUTION (#13-6)
WHEREAS, seasonal climatic changes can be detrimental to our highways, and

WHEREAS, the Spink County Board of Commissioners desires to protect existing Spink County highways,
ultimately saving tax dollars, and

WHEREAS, the Spink County Board of Commissioners desires the enforcement of weight limitation of Spink
County roads as set forth and posted by the Spink County Highway Superintendent, and

WHEREAS, the limits on Spink County Highways shall be set at six (6) ton per axle on all asphalt surface
roads and on six miles of gravel from Day County west to State Highway 37 during the spring thaw period and
when limit signs are in place,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the South Dakota Highway Patrol be and hereby is authorized
and requested to enforce weight limitations on Spink County roads.
