The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, May 14, 2013, at the Spink County 

Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Jeff Albrecht, Pat Kramp and Cindy Schultz. 

Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

ADOPT AGENDA

DRAINAGE 

A drainage concern from a citizen on a Brown County, Mud Creek Watershed Project along with an allegation 

that James River Water Development District does not consult with engineers on projects was discussed.  

Commissioner Schultz will attend the JRWDD meeting on Thursday May 16, 2013, to relay these concerns. 

 

STATES ATTORNEY 

Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, gave an update of activities and filed a certification of the appointment of Tim 

Borman and Harvey Oliver as Deputy States Attorneys.  Sage Information’s request for data file dump from the 

Director of Equalization Office was discussed, with Fischbach stating it may be more cost effective to give the 

information for the $25 submitted, Commissioners have decided to take no action at this time and wait for a 

decision to be made at the SD Office of Hearing Examiners.   

 

HIGHWAY GRINDING & RELAYING SURFACE BIDS OPENED 

At 9:00 a.m., time set by public notice, bids for the grinding and relaying of surface were opened and read.  Jeff 

Haessig, Highway Superintendent, and Randy Hoscheid, Pierce & Harris Engineering, were present.  Copies of 

all bids, proof of insurance and specifications are on file in the Auditor's Office and the Highway Department 

and open for inspection during normal working hours.
