Cindy Schultz.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

ADOPT AGENDA

Jail Rental Agreement contract beginning January 1, 2014, for housing juvenile prisoners at the rate of $220.00 

per prisoner per day and $50.00 per adult prisoner per day.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 

 

STATES ATTORNEY 

Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, submitted a request to apply for Courthouse Security Grant money to purchase 

Tasers for the Sheriff’s Department and discussed concerns received by the Commissioners regarding cattle 

grazing in the Cottonwood Lake Cemetery.  The grant request will be further discussed with the Sheriff and the 

County has no jurisdiction over the cemetery situated on private property.
