Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, gave an update of activities, requested to publish a Notice of Intent to 

Mine and requested to accept Clark County’s bid for gravel crushing.

RETIREE HEALTH INSURANCE 

Due to changes to health insurance coverage through the Affordable Care Act, it is no longer a benefit for 

County retirees to remain on the County’s health insurance group.  Motion was made by Schultz, seconded by 

Kramp, to suspend the benefit effective 9/30/14.  All members voted aye. Motion carried. 

 

LIEN SETTLEEMENT 

A written request was received to accept half of the $4,421.87 owed on Lien #520 as payment in full.  Motion 

was made by Johnson, seconded by Schultz, to deny the lien settlement request.  All members voted aye.

ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR SPINK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA 

Whereas, (7-21-5 through 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare 

a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and 

agencies for such fiscal year and, 

 

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the 

consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto, 

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, 

schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND 

ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATIONS AND EXPENDITURES FOR 

SPINK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 

1, 2015 and ending December 31, 2015 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County 

Commissioners of Spink County, South Dakota, this 23rd day of September, 2014. 

 

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of 

the County Auditor, Spink County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Spink County for the 

year January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015. 

 

Motion was made by Kramp, seconded by Schultz, to adopt the 2015 Annual Budget with changes to the 2014 

Provisional Budget as they appear below:
