SENATE BILL 1 

The Commissioners discussed the changes to funding allowed by Senate Bill 1, these changes include Motor 

Vehicle License fees increases that were effective 4/1/15 and the wheel tax increasing to maximum allowed of 

$5 per wheel up to 12 wheels.  Estimates of each were requested from the Treasurer’s Office for fiscal year 

2016.  The other change allowed by Senate Bill 1, an additional levy as a reserve fund to accumulate and be 

used for the purpose of maintaining, repairing, constructing and reconstructing roads and bridges will not be 

addressed for fiscal year 2016.
