ADOPT AGENDA

carried.

Motion was made by Kramp, seconded by Johnson, to approve the minutes of the December 1, 2015
Commission meeting. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

SHERIFF

A letter from Kevin Schurch, Sheriff, was read. It informed the Commission of a new hire, stated applications
are being accepted for a dispatcher and requested approval for the purchase of body armor vests. Motion was
made by Kramp, seconded by J. Albrecht, to approve the purchase of up to 8 body armor vests at the cost $650
each. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by J. Albrecht, to approve hiring Isaac Appel as a Deputy Sheriff
effective 12/8/15 at $17.06/hr. All members voted aye. Motion carried. Motion was made by Johnson,
seconded by Kramp, to approve moving Shane Croeni, Deputy Sheriff, to the pay step Deputy Sheriff Certified
over 1 year at $18.12/hr effective 12/5/15. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

CITY OF REDFIELD/SPINK COUNTY LAW ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT
