LeAnne Bawek, Spink County Resident, asked for clarification on the age requirements for mobile homes 

already in the County and for mobile homes being moved within the County, Kevin Schurch, Sheriff, stated the 

section 17.1702 (5) should be edited to clearly state the inclusion of mobile moved within the County.  The 

second reading and adoption will be held on June 9, 2016 at 9:45 AM.
