Randy Hoscheid, Pierce & Harris Engineering, spoke on the work that needs to be done to make the courthouse 

roof drains and parking lot, drain into the city storm sewer system rather than the city sanitary sewer system.  A 

project scope meeting will be held in the beginning of December so specs on the project can be finalized for bid 

letting in early 2017.

Redfield, and in 2015 630 applications were processed at the Redfield location. The South Dakota Dept. of 

Public Safety Driver Licensing, is requesting Spink County become a county issue driver licensing site, the 
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State would provide all of the equipment and training and the County would receive $6 per application 

processed.  No action was taken at this time.
