The pre-approved contracting for 50,000 gallons of #2 Diesel Fuel for delivery April 1 through October 31, 2017 to be delivered to the Spink County Highway Department Shop(Redfield) and five Highway Department outstations as needed,  was awarded to North Central Farmers Elevator for $1.89 per gallon. Other quotes were received from Johnson Oil, $2.01/ gallon, and Appel Oil, $2.00/gallon.
BOILER BIDS
Travis Sichmeller, Mettler Sichmeller Engineering, discussed the boiler specifications, along with the bid letting time frame.  Mike Siebrecht, Maintenance Supervisor, was also present.
