SPINK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January
1, 2018 and ending December 31, 2018 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County
Commissioners of Spink County, South Dakota, this 26nd day of September, 2017.

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of
the County Auditor, Spink County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Spink County for the
year January 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018.
