The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, May 1, 2018, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Jeff Albrecht, Craig Johnson, Cindy Schultz, and Suzanne Smith.  Dave Albrecht, Chairman, opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by J. Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda. All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Schultz, seconded by Smith, to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2018 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

WELFARE DIRECTOR

Ann Bottum, Welfare Director, presented Applicant #236. HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

LAW ENFORCEMENT CENTER
An update was given from the Law Enforcement Center building committee from their 4/25/18 meeting.  The Construction Manager at Risk Contract has been reviewed by Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, with no noted changes. 
CONSTRUCTION MANAGER AT RISK CONTRACT 
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Smith, to approve the contract with Kyburz-Carlson Construction as the Construction Manager at Risk for the Spink County Law Enforcement Center.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

SHERIFF
Kevin Schurch, Sheriff, gave an update of activities and filed an Application to Seek a Grant.
GRANT APPLICATION
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Smith, to approve applying for the following grant through: SD Department of Public Safety in the amount of approximately $25,400 for radars for speed enforcement, with the grant funding being 80/20 between the state and county.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
