The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, October 16, 2018, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Jeff Albrecht, Craig Johnson, Cindy Schultz and Suzanne Smith.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by J. Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda. All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Schultz, to approve the minutes of the October 2, 2018 Commission meeting. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

AUDITOR/TREASURER/QUOTE

Theresa Hodges, Auditor, filed a quote for a computer workstation.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Schultz, to approve the purchase of 2 computers, one for the Auditor’s and one for the Treasurer’s Office, off of Connecting Point’s, Watertown, SD, quote of $1,700.99 for an HP Elitedesk 800, with Microsoft Office Home 2016 license, and onsite setup, with the additional cost of $130.01 for the Auditor to upgrade to an Office Pro 2016 license.
