MELLETTE FIRE DEPARTMENT

Craig Oberle and Leonard Oberle, Mellette Fire Department, filed a quote of $20,717 for new jaws of life equipment, they would receive a 10% discount for taking a demo unit, plus have received grants from multiple sources totaling $6,500, they are requesting $10,000 from the County to aid in the purchase.
