The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, December 18, 2018, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Jeff Albrecht, Craig Johnson and Suzanne Smith.  Commissioner Cindy Schultz was absent.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by J. Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda with the removal of Kelly Hyke, Hyke Funeral Home, from the agenda. All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by J. Albrecht, to approve the minutes of the December 4, 2018 Commission meeting. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

CONDE FIRE & AMBULANCE

Dave DeBarge and Cassie Haskell, Conde Fire & Ambulance, gave an update on recruitment efforts for new EMTs, upcoming training to be held, the associated cost with the training, fundraising efforts, and made a formal request for $10,000 of assistance to aid in covering the costs of the training and equipment.  Motion was made by J. Albrecht, seconded by Smith, to approve a $10,000 grant to Conde Ambulance.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
MELLETTE FIRE DEPARTMENT

Mellette Fire Department’s request of $10,000 from the County to aid in the purchase of new Jaws of Life equipment was considered.  Motion was made by Smith, seconded by J. Albrecht, to approve a $10,000 grant to Mellette Fire Department for the purchase of jaws of life equipment.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Smith, to grant the same leave as given by the State of South Dakota to employees, and close Spink County offices all day on Monday, December 31, 2018, with the following policy:  each full-time employee will be compensated for eight hours regular pay on eight hours regular pay on December 31st.  If an employee is required to work a full shift, eight hours will be added to their vacation record for December 31st – under no circumstances will premium pay be paid for those hours.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Kevin Schurch, Sheriff, gave an update on personnel and requested to purchase two vehicles from federal surplus.
