Spink County Commission Proceedings

Redfield, South dakota

The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, October 15, 2019, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische and Suzanne Smith.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to adopt the agenda.   All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2019 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 
ROAD USE AGREEMENT

The Road Use and Repair Agreement between Spink County and Tulare Energy, LLC, that covers a section of County Road 22 was filed.  Commissioners requested further discussion with the Highway Superintendent present before taking action.

BID ACCEPTED
Motion was made by Rische, seconded by Knox, to accept Marshall County’s low bid from Loiseau Construction, Inc, Flandreau, SD, for grind with lay-back process of $1.10/Syd plus $2,500 project mobilization, effective 3/12/19 through 3/11/20. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Rische, to advertise bids to be opened on November 19, 2019 at 9:00 AM, Spink County Commissioners’ Chambers, second floor, Spink County Courthouse, for the crushing of the County’s concrete pile. All members present voted aye. Motion carried.
GRANT APPLICATIONS
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Smith, to approve applying for a $5,000 grant through SD Department of Ag, Weed & Pest Fund for herbicide purchase.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
BRIDGE IMPROVEMENT GRANT PROJECT
SD Dept. of Transportation closing letter on the 2016 Bridge Improvement Grant Project Agreement #715893 was filed.
AUDITOR/EQUIPMENT PURCHASE

Theresa Hodges, Auditor, filed a quote from Connecting Point for the purchase of a new desktop computer.  Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to approve Connecting Point’s quote of $1,886 for the an Elitedesk 800, with Microsoft Office license and onsite installation.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

LIFE INSURANCE RENEWAL

Hodges also filed the life insurance renewal rates, the rates will remain unchanged through 12/31/2021.
LAW ENFORCEMENT CENTER 

Proposal Requests #19, #20, #21 and #22 for the Law Enforcement Center were filed, all proposals had been approved when received from the contractor.
DISCRETIONARY FORMULA

There was discussion on the discretionary formula.  No action was taken.

STATES ATTORNEY

Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, gave an update of activities.
SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities, discussed personnel and changes to the Brown County Prisoner Housing and Juvenile Detention Center contract.

PRISONER HOUSING AGREEMENT
Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to accept Brown County’s changes to the Prisoner Housing Contract, raising the rate to $85.00 for each adult prisoner day and $285.00 for each juvenile detention day.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
2019 AUDIT
Dave Schlosser, SD Legislative Audit, discussed the start of the audit of fiscal years 2017 and 2018. Chairman Albrecht signed the Audit Engagement letter of the 2019 audit of fiscal years 2017 and 2018.
PERSONNEL

Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Smith, to approve the personnel pay step increase for Traci Clemens, Appraiser, to Clerk One Year at $16.81/hr, effective 10/15/19.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL
Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to grant the same leave as given by the State of South Dakota to employees, and close Spink County offices all day on Friday, November 29, 2019, all day on Tuesday, December 24, 2019, with the following policy:  each full-time employee will be compensated for eight hours regular pay on November 29th and eight hours regular pay on December 24th.  If an employee is required to work a full shift, eight hours will be added to their vacation record for November 29th and eight hours will be added to their vacation record for December 24th – under no circumstances will premium pay be paid for those hours.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
PLANNING & ZONING

At 10:01 AM a motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to recess as a Board of Commissioners and convene as a County Planning and Zoning Board. All members voted aye. Motion carried. 
The Board of County Commissioners reconvened at 10:20 AM after having adjourned as the Planning and Zoning Board.

DRIVER’S LICENSING AGREEMENT
Hodges, Auditor, filed the Joint Powers Agreement with State of SD for driver’s licensing.  Motion was made by Rishce, seconded by Knox, to approve the State of South Dakota Joint Powers Agreement effective from November 1, 2019 until terminated by either party. The actual date for licensing to begin at the County is yet to be determined, and depends on equipment delivery and training schedule.
