NUISANCE COMPLAINT
Jamie Wagner-Lutter, Planning & Zoning Director, reviewed a nuisance complaint that was received from the SD Department of Environment and Natural Resources on a property in Mansfield, notification to abate the nuisance had been sent to the property owner, with no action being taken by the owner to date to abate the nuisance.  Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, and John Graham, property owner, along with Graham family members were also present.  Motion was made by Rische, seconded by Knox, to address the nuisance with the following conditions:  monthly reports shall be given at the first meeting of every month on the progress of abating the nuisance; the street is to be cleared immediately; no more items are to be placed on the property; on or before April 1, 2020, a formal abatement plan will be filed with the County by the property owner; on or before August 1, 2020, the nuisance will be totally abated.
