Vice Chair Suzanne Smith call the called the meeting to order.  Roll call of Commissioners present: Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische, and Suzanne Smith. 
ADOPT AGENDA
Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda. Johnson-aye; Knox-aye; Rische-aye; Smith-aye.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Rische, to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2020, Commission meeting.  Johnson-aye; Knox-aye; Rische-aye; Smith-aye.  Motion carried.

Vic Fischbach, States Attorney gave an update of activities. 
GROW SPINK

Gianna Lantero, Grow Spink, reviewed Grow Spink’s current project “The Shop Spink Campaign”, requesting County support in promoting the project and potential monetary donation to the project.  No action was taken on the monetary donation. Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, was also present for the discussion.
EMERGENCY MANAGER

Larry Tebben, Emergency Manager, filed his quarterly LEMPG report and gave an update on the declared public health emergency COVID-19.
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, gave an update of activities, filed quotes for contracting diesel fuel and a notice of award. 
FUEL CONTRACT

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve the diesel fuel contract with Agtegra Cooperative, for 40,000 gallons of #2 diesel fuel for delivery May 1 through October 31, 2020, at $1.41 per gallon. ABATEMENT APPLICATION

Theresa Hodges, Auditor, gave an update on the upcoming primary election, potential polling location changes and combining of precincts due to predicted staffing issues.  The Secretary of State’s Office along with County Auditors will be encouraging absentee voting by mail for the election.
DRAINAGE
At 9:43 AM a motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to recess as a Board of Commissioners and convene as a County Drainage Board. Johnson-aye; Knox-aye; Rische-aye; Smith-aye; Albrecht-aye. Motion carried. 
The Board of County Commissioners reconvened at 10:27 AM after having adjourned as the Planning and Zoning Board. 
PROPERTY UPDATE

Jamie Wagner-Lutter, Planning & Zoning Director, gave an update on a nuisance property.
PERSONNEL

Discussion was held on employee staffing during the public health emergency, a letter signed by several employees requesting a rotating schedule was filed.  Kathy Ludwig, Treasurer, spoke on how the rotating schedule would work in her department.  Frank Krumm, Sheriff, spoke on measures his department is taking to keep employees healthy and prevent the spread of the virus.  No action was taken on the request for rotating schedules, the need will be re-evaluated on an ongoing basis.
COUNTY FACILITES 

Discussion was held on continuing the closure of county facilities to the public during the public health emergency.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to have all Spink County facilities remain closed to the public until further notice.  Johnson-aye; Knox-aye; Rische-aye; Smith-aye; Albrecht-aye. Motion carried. 
SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities, filed: a quote for vehicle equipment; and paperwork on a company grant request for masks, sanitizer and glove for public safety officers.

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve 316 Supply and Upfitting, LLC’s, Blunt, SD, quote for Whelen Slick top package, with console, cage and lights for 2020 Dodge Durango, of $5,939.38 plus installation quote of $3,200.
