Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the minutes of the September 1, 2020, Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL
IRS Notice 2020-65 was filed.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Rische, to not defer payroll taxes at this time.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
STATES ATTORNEY

Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, gave an update of activities.

MEETING DATES

TREASURER
Kathy Ludwig, Treasurer, submitted two quotes from House of Glass, Inc. for a permanent glass partition with new counter top and speakers for her office, quote #1 was $38,215.56 for ballistic polycarbonate; quote #2 was $13,978.63 for 3/8” tempered glass.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve quote #2 for $13,978.63 if the project was covered by CARES Act monies.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
SHERIFF/EXECUTIVE SESSION/PERSONNEL

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, requested an executive session to discuss personnel.  At 9:18 AM a motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to enter into executive session to discuss personnel. All members voted aye. Motion carried. Present were: Frank Krumm, Sheriff, and Theresa Hodges, Auditor.  Chairman Dave Albrecht declared the Board out of executive session at 9:33 AM, with the following action taken:  motion was made by Knox, seconded by Smith, to approve the disciplinary action of a 2-day suspension without pay for an employee.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
Krumm requested approval to advertise for a full-time dispatcher due to a current employee requesting to go to part-time, the current employee will continue to work full-time until a new employee is hired and trained.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve advertising for a full-time E-911 dispatcher.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Krumm requested a personnel pay step increase for an employee.  Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the pay step increase Kathryn Marquez, E-911 Dispatcher, to the second 6-month step $17.03/hr., retroactive to 8/4/2020.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

FAS ROAD AGREEMENT

Chairman Albrecht signed a corrected copy of the State of South Dakota Department of Transportation Joint Powers Force Account Agreement Amendment Number 1 to agreement 614923, with correct project numbers listed.
PERSONNEL
Theresa Hodges, Auditor, discussed briefly personnel policy.
TAX DEED PROPERTIES

An invoice from the City of Redfield again requesting the County pay a past due water bill on a property taken by tax deed was filed.  The County’s tax deed procedure does not include paying delinquent utility bills on tax deed properties.
DROP BOX
Hodges requested to place an exterior drop box to the west of the south courthouse stairs.  The drop box would be utilized primarily for tax payments and absentee ballots.  The Commission agreed to the plan.
RESOLUTION (#20-31)

ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR SPINK County, South Dakota
Whereas, (7-21-5 through 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and,

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATIONS AND EXPENDITURES FOR SPINK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2021 and ending December 31, 2021 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Spink County, South Dakota, this 22nd day of September, 2020.

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Spink County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Spink County for the year January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021.

Motion was by made by Rische, seconded by Johnson, to approve the 2021 Budget with the following amendments:  a flat $2,000 raise for all full-time employees, a 3% raise for part-time employees, excluding commissioners; and to correct the omission of the County Extension longevity.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  Changes to the 2021 Provisional Budget as they appear below:
