2020 BRIDGE FUNDING AGREEMENTS

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities, presented a prisoner housing agreement and an award letter for $11,257.11 in grant monies for replacement of narcotics canine team from the SD Attorney General Drug Control Fund.  Krumm also discussed the Law Enforcement Contract with the City of Redfield.
PRISONER HOUSING AGREEMENT

Motion was made by Rische, seconded by Knox, to approve the agreement with Beadle County for housing prisoners at the Regional Correction Center at $80.00 per prisoner housing day; effective on January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2020. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

LAW ENFORCEMENT CONTRACT

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to offer a law enforcement contract to the City of Redfield with the following terms: the City of Redfield will pay Spink County $375,000 for law enforcement services provided in 2021; the contract will be a one year term; a contract for services to be provided in 2022 will be executed by the City of Redfield by August 1, 2021 and will have minimum three year term.  3 ayes, 2 nays.  Motion carried.

Jamie Wagner-Lutter, Planning & Zoning Director, provided updated pictures on a nuisance property located in Mansfield.  The family of John Graham, property owner, were present to discuss the progress on abating the nuisance.  The family will report back on June 1, 2021, with progress made.
