The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, February 2, 2021, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische and Suzanne Smith.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2021 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
No one was present.
PERMIT TO LAND AIRCRAFT
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve Wilbur-Ellis Air LLC’s Permit to Land Aircraft on Spink County Highways for 2021, pending filing of a certificate of insurance. All members present voted aye. Motion carried.
GENERAL FUND SURPLUS ANALYSIS/RECAPITULATION OF TAXES
Theresa Hodges, Auditor, filed the General Fund Surplus Analysis as of 12/31/2020 and the Recapitulation of Taxes for 2020 taxes payable 2021.

TAX DEED PROPERTY SALE

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the sale of the following property taken by tax deed: SE ¼ less Otto OL 4 & 5 20-114-64, Garfield Township, $45,000; Otto OL 5 in the SE ¼ 20-114-64, Garfield Township, $1,767; all in Spink County, South Dakota.  All members voted aye.   Motion carried.

CARES ACT

Hodges reported the final claims for reimbursement under the CARES Act had been submitted and approved.

SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, and Josh Lee, Deputy Sheriff/Drug Dog Handler, introduced the new drug dog, Harry. Krumm also gave an update of activities and requested a raise for Josh Lee for the extra duties for drug dog handler.

PERSONNEL

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to give Josh Lee a 5% raise for dog handling duties, effective 2/2/2021.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION

At 9:07 AM a motion was made by Knox, seconded by Smith, to enter into executive session to discuss litigation. All members voted aye. Motion carried.  Jamie Wagner-Lutter, Planning & Zoning Director, and Zachary Peterson, Attorney representing the County.  Chairman Dave Albrecht declared the Board out of executive session at 9:48 AM, with no action taken.

PLANNING & ZONING

At 9:58 AM a motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to recess as a Board of Commissioners and convene as a County Planning and Zoning Board. All members voted aye. Motion carried. 
The Board of County Commissioners reconvened at 10:15 AM after having adjourned as the Planning and Zoning Board.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, gave an update of activities, filed a road use agreement, reported a new hire, requested to advertise for bids, filed a report of sale on a surplus motor grader, the sale price was $110,100 less $3,500 in commissions.  Two bids from Sourcewell Cooperative Purchasing were filed for the purchase of a mini track hoe:  2021 Volvo ECR88 for $105,637, TranSource Truck and Equipment; 2021 Caterpillar 308-07A Excavator for $113,677, Butler Machinery.  Also discussed was an anonymous letter filed in regards to the closure of the road to Lake Dudley, this road is not maintained by the county and concerns should be directed to SD Game, Fish and Parks.
NOTICE TO BIDDERS/PURCHASE HIGHWAY SUPPLIES/WEED CONTROL CHEMICALS
Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to advertise bids to be opened on March 2, 2021 at 9:00 AM, Spink County Commissioners’ Chambers, second floor, Spink County Courthouse, for concrete pipe, concrete bridge material, construction equipment rental, crack sealing, gravel hauling, hot mix, magnesium chloride, paver laid asphalt, pea rock, pea rock hauling, road gravel, road oil and weed control chemicals. All members present voted aye. Motion carried.
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding between Brian Schone, Tulare, and Spink County for a temporary County Road Agreement in the N1/2 22-115-64, Spink County, South Dakota, a 66’ ROW; that Spink County shall pay the sum of $250.00 on an annual basis to Brian Schone for three years commencing on January 1, 2021. All members voted aye. Motion carried.
PERSONNEL

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve the hiring of Jerome Morgan, Equipment Operator, at $19.23/hr, effective 2/1/2021.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
EQUIPMENT BID

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to accept the Sourcewell-TranSource bid of $105,637 for the purchase of a 2021 Volvo ECR88.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET HEARING NOTICE
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to authorize the Auditor to publish a Notice of Hearing, with the hearing to be held on March 2, 2021 at 9:20 AM, to consider a $106,000 supplement to the Road & Bridge Fund budget for 2021.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.
EMERGENCY MANAGER

Larry Tebben, Emergency Manager, gave an update of activities, and filed two applications to seek grants.

GRANT APPLICATIONS 

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to approve applying for the LEMPG grant monies for the purchase of a gator pump and hoses.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.  Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to approve applying for LEMPG grant monies as a pass thru entity for the purchase of radios for volunteer fire departments.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
COMMUNITY HEALTH SERVICES CONTRACT
Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to renew the contract with SD Department of Health for Community Health Nursing Services at the cost of $6,539.00 annually, beginning January 1, 2021 and ending December 31, 2021.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the resignations of Diane Tipton, Director of Equalization, effective 2/25/2021; and Lisa Young, part-time Custodian, effective 2/25/2021.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Janelle Fortin, Penny Ihnen and Michelle Fortin, The Family Crisis Center, gave an update of activities and requested a resolution in support of the Center.
