SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities, filed an award letter and check for $7,500 for a 24/7 Sobriety Program fund staffing grant for 2021, requested to purchase a vehicle off the state bid and to surplus two vehicles.

VEHICLE BID

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to purchase two 2021 Ford Police Interceptor SUV’s off the state bid, at the cost of $34,799 each from Harr’s Redfield Ford.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
SURPLUS
