The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, December 21, 2021, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische and Suzanne Smith.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA/MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to approve the minutes of the December 7, 2021, Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT

No one was present.
HEALTH OFFICE SECRETARY CONTRACT

Discussion was held on allowing the Health Office secretary to travel with the state nurse to Faulk County one day per week.  The consensus of the board was to allow travel one day per week with the state nurse under our current contract while a new contract is negotiated, as long as it is posted that the Spink County office is closed and it is the same day every week.

SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities and filed the state bid price for patrol vehicle purchase including extra options of $35,315 and a quote of $35,299 from Harr’s Redfield Ford for the purchase of a patrol vehicle.

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve Harr’s Redfield Ford’s quote of $35,299 for the purchase of a 2022 Ford Interceptor SUV with listed features.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

CONFINEMENT COSTS

Krumm and Vic Fischbach, States Attorney, discussed increasing the number of days currently billed to prisoners for conferment costs.  Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to set the confinement cost rate for all Spink County prisoners at $90 per day for the entire post sentence confinement, effective January 1, 2022.  All members voted aye. Motion carried. 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, gave an update of activities, requested to purchase gravel off of Faulk County’s bid and filed three quotes for the purchase of a skid steer loader: 2021 Caterpillar skid steer loader with 217 hours $47,850.00; new 2022 Caterpillar skid steer loader, $59,699.06 Butler Machinery, Aberdeen, SD; new 2022 John Deere skid steer loader, $52,045.00.
