The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, January 18, 2022, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische and Suzanne Smith.  Chair Suzanne Smith opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Rische, to adopt the agenda with the removal of Sharon Jungwirth from the agenda.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the minutes of the January 4, 2022 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
No one was present.
ABATEMENT

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve correcting the following tax bills due to errors in the valuation when splitting the parcels: Record #1616 correcting the valuation from 252,581 to 211,261 and the taxes from $1,201.94 to $823.16; and Record #13269 correcting the valuation from 70,281 to 109,859 and the taxes from $322.16 to $700.94.
