Discussion was held on the salary and reimbursement rates for County Coroner.  Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to appoint Kelly Hyke as County Coroner effective 3/8/2022 with the following provisions: $10,000 per year base salary, $125 per coroner call for up to 2 people when needed, mileage reimbursement to be paid at the current IRS rate (currently $0.585/mile), $200 per diem for training including deputies, and $100 per day storage fee for refrigeration of a body in custody of the coroner’s office and not under the care of a funeral home.
