ADOPT AGENDA

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT
Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, filed the bid tabulation for Bridge Construction bids that we opened 4/19/22; and SDDOT Striping Agreement. Matt Lacey, SDDOT, was also present.
