Spink County Commission Proceedings

Redfield, South dakota

The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, January 24, 2023, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Kevin Siebrecht and Suzanne Smith.  Chair Suzanne Smith opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda. All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2023 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Dana Siefkes-Lewis, Summit Carbon Solutions, Jamie Fisk and Ed Fischbach, Spink County spoke in regards to the proposed carbon dioxide pipeline. Fischbach also mentioned HB 1029 that is being considered in the legislature.
SHERIFF

Frank Krumm, Sheriff, gave an update of activities, reported a new hire, and requested approval of a mapping contract and a personnel pay step increase.

PERSONNEL
Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Knox, to approve the hire of Rylee Anthony-Miller as a Deputy Sheriff at $22.97/hr effective 1/12/2023.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the pay step increase for Amy Akin, part-time E911 dispatcher, to $20.51/hr effective 12/26/2022. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

CONTRACT
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Siebrecht, to approve the GeoComm GIS map data maintenance and licensing contract for the term of 3/1/23-2/29/24. All members voted aye. Motion carried.
NETWORK ASSESSMENT

Spink County participated in DSU’s Project Boundary Fence; a full review was not able to be completed due to hardware failure but will be repeated in the Fall of 2023. The Board elected to participate in additional services through the project and the SD Fusion Center.

SERVER QUOTE

Theresa Hodges, Auditor, filed a quote from Connecting Point, Watertown, SD for server replacement. Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Siebrecht, to approve Connecting Point’s quote of $18,583.00 for the purchase of an HPE Proliant ML350 server additional hardware and software and on-site installation. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, filed additional quotes for the Rural Access Infrastructure Grant applications, filed a proposed update to the fees for utility permits, and requested to purchase off Spink County’s 2022 bid for contracted weed spraying and Marshall County’s bid for grinding, and to advertise for highway supply and weed chemical bids. Also filed was SDDOT Bridge replacement contract.
RURAL ACCESS INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDING

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Albrecht, to take from the table Conde and Olean Townships’ applications.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Siebrecht, seconded by Knox, to approve Conde Township’s two applications, for replacement of: 2 culverts at #1 58-3540-0425, total project cost $26,530.00, 80% grant award $21,224.00;  2 culverts at #2 58-3446-0423, total project cost $26,530.00, 80% grant award $21,224.00; and Olean Township’s application for replacement of #5 58-3090-0938, total project cost $16,980.00, 80% grant award $13.584.00. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

UTILITY PERMIT FEES

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the changes to the Spink County Utility Permit Fee Schedule as presented: Standard Utility (occupancy) $40.00; Hazardous Utility (occupancy) $400.00; plus additional per each crossing $2,250.00; plus additional per each longitudinal parallel mile $2,500.00; Open cut crossing $2,250.00; plus additional per day road closed $750.00; Open cut, partial crossing $750.00; plus additional per day lane closure $750.00.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.

CONTRACT SPRAYING BIDS

Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Knox, to purchase off Spink County’s 2022 bid for contract spraying of county right of ways and rip rap for noxious weeds for the 2023 season; Concord Services, Webster, SD, was awarded the 2022 bid at $30.00/ mile of right-of-way, and $30.00/mile of rip rap.  .  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

GRINDING BID
Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Johnson, to approve Marshall County’s bid for grinding with lay-back process with Loiseau’s Construction, Inc.. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

SDDOT BRIDGE CONTRACT
Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Siebrecht, to approve the State of South Dakota Department of Transportation Joint Powers and Funding Agreement for Bridge Replacement of structure number 58-011-010.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

NOTICE TO BIDDERS/PURCHASE HIGHWAY SUPPLIES/WEED CONTROL CHEMICALS
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to advertise bids to be opened on February 21, 2023 at 9:00 AM, for concrete pipe, concrete bridge material, construction equipment rental, crack sealing, gravel hauling, hot mix, magnesium chloride, paver laid asphalt, pea rock, pea rock hauling, road gravel, road oil and weed control chemicals. All members present voted aye. Motion carried.
CONDE FIRE DISTRICT

Lance Haskell and Ron Worlie, Conde Fie Department, presented a quote of $35,960 for the purchase of updated jaws of life equipment, and requested assistance in purchasing the equipment. Motion was made by Knox, seconded by Siebrecht, to grant Conde Fire Department $10,000 towards the purchase of the equipment.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
