WHEREAS, seasonal climatic changes can be detrimental to our highways, and 

 

WHEREAS, the Spink County Board of Commissioners desires to protect existing Spink County highways, 

ultimately saving tax dollars, and 

 

WHEREAS, the Spink County Board of Commissioners desires the enforcement of weight limitation of Spink 

County roads as set forth and posted by the Spink County Highway Superintendent, and 

 

WHEREAS, the limits on Spink County Highways shall be set at six (6) ton per axle and the speed limit shall 

be set at 40 miles per hour on all asphalt surface roads, plus six miles of gravel from Day County west to State 

Highway 37, during the spring thaw period, a time to be extended from February 6, to May 1, 2024 inclusive as 

allowed by SDCL 32-22-24 and when limit signs are in place, 

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the South Dakota Highway Patrol be and hereby is authorized 

and requested to enforce weight limitations on Spink County roads. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the penalty for the violation of load restrictions shall be as set forth in 

SDCL 32-22-55.
