Suzanne Smith. Chair Suzanne Smith opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to approve the Joint Powers Agreement for real property 

acquisition between the SDDOT and Spink County for the acquisition in the name of the County for the local 

system right of way, parcel 4- Lot H3 in the SW ¼ 5-116N-62W, except road and except Lot H2, Lot H3 

containing 0.64 acre(28001 sq. ft.), more or less; parcel 5- Lot H4 in the SE ¼ NE ¼ 5-116N-62W, except Lot 

H2 and Lot H3, Lot H4 containing 0.75 acre (32646 sq. ft.), more or less; parcel 6 – Lot H2 in the SW ¼ 4-

116N-62W, except Lot H1, Lot H2 containing 0.85 acre (36834 sq. ft.), more or less; parcel 7 – Lot H4 in S ½ 

NW ¼ of 4-116N-62W, except a strip of land 7 feet wide conveyed to Spink County and except Lot H2 and Lot 

H3, Lot H4 containing 0.12 acre(5238 sq. ft.), more or less; all parcels located in Spink County, South Dakota.
