Suzanne Smith. Chair Suzanne Smith opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

ADOPT AGENDA 

Motion was made by Albrecht, seconded by Siebrecht, to adopt the agenda with the addition of an application 

for payment. All members voted aye. Motion carried. 

 

MINUTES APPROVED 

Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Siebrecht, to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2024 Commission
