Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the equipment purchase of radios and printers/scanners with the Jag grant award of $22,040.  Motion by Albrecht, seconded by Johnson, to amend the motion to include: to approve the Sub-Recipient Agreement between SD DPS and Spink County for the Edward Byrne Jag Memorial Justice Assistance grant. Vote on the amendment - all members voted aye. Motion carried.
